� Full subscription services: via RSS (Really Simple Syndication) and 

email
� Feedback functions: users can comment upon / rate resources that are 

uploaded by IB and the public
� Multimedia capability for exchange of teacher resources – videos, 

Power-points, sample docs, etc.
